Enclosed is the fall version of our Youth Voices & Action newsletter. This is one of the ways in which we keep our alumni and friends informed about National 4-H Council’s activities and impact. I think that you will enjoy reading about our alumni and their accomplishments, as well as the inspirational stories of the youth and adults who are currently involved in 4-H.

Private support continues to help National 4-H Council provide a positive environment where youth can grow and work toward bettering their lives and their communities. Last year alone, we supported youth-directed community building in 137 communities in 37 states—reaching 108,000 youth and 137,000 adults.  We also helped 6,600 youth and adults in rural and remote areas address issues of local concern and improve their standard of living.  But the effects of these programs go beyond their impact on community life. Participating youths learn how to brainstorm, outline, implement and evaluate a grant plan and proposal -- and they also learn valuable public speaking, record keeping, and leadership skills. 

On the national level, 3,000 youths stayed at the National 4-H Conference Center this summer, as participants in our Citizenship Washington Focus program.  Not only were they exposed to the concepts of active citizenship -- they also learned how to develop action plans that could be implemented back home. When you read the comments of some of the participating young people, you’ll understand the transforming effect the CWF experience had on their lives. 
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I trust you will enjoy the other features in our newsletter.
